• Ensure children are dropped off and collected safely and on time
• Support Sunday School behaviour expectations
• Raise questions or concerns promptly and respectfully
Communication
We aim to keep parents and guardians informed through newsletters, emails, notices, and brief conversations before or after sessions. Sensitive matters will always be discussed privately and confidentially.
Behaviour, Wellbeing, and Safeguarding
We promote positive behaviour through kindness, clear boundaries, and consistency. If concerns arise about a child’s behaviour or wellbeing, we will work with families to provide support.

Safeguarding is a shared responsibility. Parents and guardians are encouraged to familiarise themselves with church safeguarding procedures and to raise any concerns promptly.
